Criteria for EXCOMM Funding

1. The Y EXCOMM has a limited amount of funds. Keep in mind that we may not be able to fund your full request.

2. The event must be open to the entire Caltech campus, and preference will be given to events that reach a large
portion of the Caltech community.

3. Requests must be made two weeks prior to the event and must be made in person (or by a designated
representative) during an EXCOMM meeting. Exceptions will only be made if there is not an EXCOMM meeting
(Winter, Spring or Summer breaks) prior to your event. If requests are not made two weeks in advance funding will be
considered but may be substantially less than requested, and not likely more than $100.

4. The event's advertising must be done according to the Caltech Y's established criteria.

5. The event must be advertised at least one week prior to the event. In addition, a copy of the flyer must be brought
to the EXCOMM meeting one week prior to the event.

6. Caltech Y funding cannot be used to purchase alcoholic beverages.
7. The co-sponsored event must be properly registered (when pertinent) with Campus Life or appropriate Deans’ office.

8. In order to secure funds, your club must be registered.
